account for you, most excellent Theophilus, that you may have

concerning the things you have been taught. (1:1-4)
Doesn't it make sense that if we dig into Luke’s gospel, it can also help us grow in our
certainty about who Jesus is and the meaning of what he has accomplished?

After his mission statement, Luke goes on to describe two births being foretold. In other
words, before they ever happened, God communicated something special about what would
happen, who would be involved, and why it would all matter in the grand scheme of things.
